The signing of a protocol of cooperation between Egypt and Germany on 2 July 2012
It is the first protocol of cooperation between Egypt and Germany after Mr. President Mohamed Morsi Took over the presidency, to support vocational education and training in the field of architecture and construction.  The protocol was signed by           Dr. / Harepett- Executive Director of the German Chamber and represents the Egyptian side Engineer / Ibrahim Mahlab- Chairman of the Arab Contractors Company. 
 Dr / Harepett  said that the Protocol Of Cooperation includes a grant from the German Foreign Ministry to the Arab Contractors Company in order to support the training of thousand  workers with the highest skills of construction and building field. As well as training thirty engineers (male and female) of the Arab Contractors Company and they will be trained in Germany on the skills of architecture.
In addition, Dr. / Harepett  said that Egypt needs in the next phase guango or an integrated system for the training craft workers to provide high salary jobs for youth.  Moreover, Germany is ready to provide support in this sector. It will also contribute to the recruitment of these Egyptian labors in its own projects carried out in the Middle East and Africa.
